The consistory of Christ Church United Church of Christ
met on May 12, 2011 at 6:30pm in the Lounge.

Members present were: President Lee Keaton, Elder Deb-
bie Smith, Elder Sue Wolf, Elder Jean Rhine, Deacon
Dave Troxell, Deacon Michele Sinadinos, and Pastor Don
Mason.

The meeting was opened with prayer by Pastor Don.

The Secretary's report was approved as distributed.

The Financial Report was accepted as presented by Dave
Troxell. Income received in the month of April was
$18,273. The income received as of April 30, 2011 ex-
ceeded the income received as of the same date in 2010
by over $3000. There remains a shortfall of income to ex-
penses of nearly $8000 year to date, much of this shortfall
being as a result of having no rental income from our 102
S. White Oak Street property. Dave will email the detail
report to members of consistory.

Amotion was made by the Finance Committee that Ernie
Heisey, Betty Heisey, Dave Troxell, Elsie Lehman, and
DonMason be approved to receive bank bags from Fulton
Bank. Motion was unanimously approved. This was done
to facilitate having two bank bags available and to respond
to new protocol from Fulton related to bank bag tracking.

A letter was received from two former chairs of the pri-
mary department, concerning a spinet piano donated by
the primary department over 50 years ago. Action was
tabled so that more information could be acquired about
the piano.

Pastor Don gave a pastor's report for the month of April
which included a list of upcoming dates and activities. (at-
tached) Pastor Don will be on vacation June 12-17 and
July 1-4.

Nominating Committee is still in need of a chairperson.

Personnel Committee reported Jodi Loose will be on vaca-
tion June 12. No current staff issues.

Youth Delegate - no report

Property Committee reports that the 102 S. White Oak
Street property needs repairs to a plaster wall by the
kitchen stairs, a new door, and other repairs and they are
seeking estimates for this work. OnMonday reseeding the

front lawn of the church was approved. They have sched-
uled a Clean Up day for June 18 at 8am at the church, and
a list of jobs will be developed. Suggestions for items to
be added to this list may be given to Ernie Heisey or any
member of property committee.

Department of Congregational Care will be meeting in
June to finalize plans for the Chicken BBQ onAugust 6 at
10am. It was noted that on Easter Sunday, the communion
elements were not refilled until minutes before the worship
started for the Late service. This was a miscommunication
that was addressed during the disccussion. Additionally
discussion continued related to the placement of the ele-
ments on the altar. Dave Troxell volunteered to photo-
graph the elements when they are on the altar on June 12,
and then reproduce the photograph as a reference for fu-
ture preparers. It was clarified that the protocol for serving
communion is to utilize Deacons and Elders, first those
who are currently on consistory and then as needed, any-
one who has previously served on consistory.

Those who have a scheduling conflict could then
contact someone else on the list if they need to switch, and
then notify the Church Office that this change has taken
place so that the information shared in the bulletin about
our volunteers is correct. This was taken under consider-
ation but no specific action was taken.)
