He has led consulta-
tions in more than 150 churches in all phases of build-
ing, finance, and church growth." (back cover of his

I shared with the consistory that we have had some
good discussions about this book, and would like to
order copies for each member of consistory. The
consistory concurred, and I will be ordering a copy
for every member of consistory. If anyone else
would like to read the book also, please let me know
and I will get one for you. The cost is $12 each, and
we are planning to have a discussion in July.

One of the ideas that I heard at the April discussion
addresses the myth that "all the church ever does is
ask for money". A church in Lebanon provides Com-
mitment Cards which can be placed in the plate at
the time of the offering so that those who wish to
make a commitment of time or talent in lieu of money
may do so. If you like that idea, let me know, and we
can talk about how that can be implemented.

I want to thank you all for your wonderful support
to my family throughout this hectic, holy season of
Lent and Easter. I am so appreciative of all the kind
words and deeds that you offer to us. We feel truly
blessed by your affection and generosity.

I want to close by reiterating an action of the Con-
sistory from the April 14 meeting in which it was de-
cided to use Outreach Endowment income to sponsor
children to attend camp at Hartman Center this year.
Because people cared
enough about the
church to remember
it in their estates,
Christ Church has a
significant amount of
money available to
use for purposes like
this. Hopefully we
will be able to send three new campers on a full
scholarship, and three more on a half scholarship to
camp this year. Last year 4 campers attended camp
at Hartman Center: Ben and AndrewMason, and Car-
olyn and Mark Wolf. Please ask any of them about
their experiences at Hartman Center.

Our dream is to have 10 children from Christ Church
attend camp this summer. If you need information
or would like to sign your child up for camp, you can
get a brochure on the table underneath the clock in
the lounge, or go to www.hartmancenter.org.
